Eligibility:  All ACE member communities are eligible to nominate and receive the award. 

Qualifications/Rules: 

 Nominations must be received by February 24, 2026.  Following nominations, communities will be 
divided into population categories based on number of participants. 

 The project must: 
o Have occurred within the past three years or be slated for completion before January 31, 2026.   
o Have been funded (at least in part) by the ACE revenue return. 
o Demonstrate/foster a sense of community betterment. 

 The public will be invited to participate in selecting winners from each category via social media.  In 
event that a winner is not clearly selected, the informal award selection committee will make the final 
determination.  

o Since these projects will be posted on social media and ACE’s website, photographs are highly 
encouraged. 

 Awards will be announced at the ACE Board meeting in March.   

Winning communities will be awarded a plaque, bragging rights and $200 towards future betterment 
projects.
